On 31 December while I was at the house of the French couple in SE, JUST
en CHAUSEE, the Polish lad who had teken me there came to the house and showed
me a peper on which was written in English, "K& This is a friend. We under-
stand your circumstances and will get you out as soon as possible." That same
night, a short friendly Frenchman came to the house and stayed the night. I
never did learn his name., I left ST, JUST with him early the morning of
1 January by train for CHANT ILLY, going by way of CEEIL where we had an‘hour
layover, At CHANTELLY, my guide and I went to his apartment where I met his
daughter )and then I was taken to a clothing store about three blocks away
where I spent the night and the following dey and night in a room at the back
of the store, I was given a new overcoat and a scarf and the daughter of the
man who W/xdiil there brought me some toilet articles, She also in-
formed me that I would leave the store in the morming for another town and
that & gendarme would come in to see me but that I needn't be frightened, The
gendarme did come in after a while and then two Frenchman arrived at the
store. One of them, who was called Louis, waLs a heavy-set man with very ruddy
cheeks and was about thirty$seven or thirty-eight years old. The other, short
and stocky and about twenty-four, was Edmund Bouge.

M, Bouge took me on his motoreycle to the town of GOUVIEUX which is about
fifteen KM, away. We went to a sort of pub or bistro, which apparently was
Louis's home ) and waited until he came along on his Bi¥}XEX bicycle. After lunch
they took me to a house a few blocks away where I met a wounded GI air corps
poy - S/Sgt Milton J. Mills, Jr., ( Subject of B & E Report No-}. After talking
a while with Mills, M. Bouge and I left on his motorcycle for the town of
MONTATAIRE where I lived for thirty-one days with Mme. Dorepp who runs a butter

and egg business. Puring my stay with Mme, Dores, Mills came to the town and
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Dore's
stayed at Mme, KEXZXXE house with me for two days. Then he went to live at the

house of some people by the name of Du Chateau just a short distamce away. All
the time we were in MONTATAIRE we visited each other, One day I would go to
sce him and then he would come to see me, Sometimes we pessed Fremch people in
the street and they would greet us, but other than that we had no talks with
them,

On 4 February M. Bouge provided/¥¥ with identity papers and told us we
would leave the town under the guidance of Rollo, a tall Frenchman about
twenty-four years old. We were teken to the railroad station at CREIL by Mme.
Dore in a car she used for delivering butter and cheese. Rollo bought tickets

for AMIENS

KNEXXKRERK and after a ride of about three hours we arrived there

and were guided by Rollo throughf the railroad station, Mills and I were

given lodging in the house of Bgﬂ French woman whose name we did not learn.
She was in the milk business and seemed to be somewhat of a money horder. After
a week there Rollo came to take us to another house in Amiens where there was
only room for one of us. So the husband of the household took us to the home of
the Tourde family consisting of a husbend and wife and a son. We stayed there
from the twelfth of February until the XX fourteenth of March.

On the fourteenth of March, & very large man whom we knew as Joe came to BELW
the Tourde house and took us to the home of a hairdresser, Ronnie lesmettes, in
another part of AMIENS. We staged there almost two weeks when we left in
an automobile driven by a man called Benjamin for HORNOY, west of AMIENS, There
we were to meet some other Americans and two Englishmen and we were all to get
on a train together. Benjamin found out when we got there that the train had
been blown up and there was no chance of getting out by rail., He took Mills and
me to a farmhouse mear the town where we stayed for the night, The next day a

very frightened farm bay took us into HORNOY where we were turned over to a

men called John - a young Frenchman sbout twenty-five years old., We went to
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his house where we waited. John wore Germen field boots and carried srms and later
_when we got back to AMIENS we heard thet he had been picked up by the Gestapo
and probably;tt for his activities as a sabateur.

While we were at John's house in AMIENS, the hairdresser Lesmettes came to
get us and took us back to AMIENS where we again stayed in his house from the
twanty-seventh of March until the fifth of April. On that day Joe and Benjamin

boys :
brought seven other American ¥&¥ and told us thet they and lesmettes were buying

tickets for Paris. Joe, Benjamin and Lesmettes split us up into smell groups
through AMIENS
and took us/to the train for Paris, We were instructed how to conduct ourselves
and were told to follow Joe when we got to PARIS. When we got there Joe was met
by two men and a woman. One of the men took Mills and me and two other Americans
to the subway and after a/:?.g:bW we got off at a station and
spent about fifteen minutes walking in a smell pa.rk. From the park, the man then
took us to the apartment of Mue, Christol where we stayed from the fifth until
the eleventh of April. We did not go out at all while we were there.

While we were at Mme. Christol's & girl of about twenty-nine or thirty
come to give us final instruetions as to how we should act and walk¥X when we
left PARIS, She told us to follow her and that she would meet a girl ecarrying a
suitcase who would get on the train and be our guide from then on., We met the
girl with the suitease all right, but there was some confusion on the train
about getting into the wrong seats. The girl straightened that out all right and
we errived at MONTABAUN about ten-thirty the morning of April twelfth. We walked
out of the town and stayed in a park where we were joined by some other Americesns
trz.zveling as we were, We stayed in the park until a certain hour snd then left
at two-thirty by train for TOULOUSE. We were told we would have a three hour layove .
there and that we must be very careful as the station was watched. We never left XK
the station at Toulouse but would join the erowds on the platforms., As & train

would come in on one platform and then pull out, we would all move over to another
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‘platform and join the crowd there., We did this until it was time for our train,

PAU
We took the train for EX# and arrived there about eleven P.M. on the

night of April twelfth. We followed our guide through the station and walked
the streets until curfew time. We were told to follow a girl in a white coat
who would have a bicycle. We walked some more and ceme upon the girl in the
white coat, She took us through aevera;l streets and at about midnight led us
to an old house where an old French womsn put the four of us up for the

night. The next day we were visited by am American girl who said she used to
live in Boston and also by the girl in the white coat who was English. They
said we would leave the next day, but we stayed in BAU for three nights. Then
a man came to the house to guide wus to & pub in PAU where we were to be picked
up in a car, The car did not arrive, so that deal was cancelled and we went
back to the French woman's house.

On the fifteenth of April a men came to the house in a2 taxi and took us
to the hills southwest of PAU - a ride of about two and e half hours. We spent
all of the next day - April sigteenth~ hiding out in a barn, and the nextn‘il@%t
we were picked up by two guides who had ten other Americans with them, We
started walking at one-thirty in the morning and continued on until about
five o'clock when we hid in another barn, For the next two days, we hid during
the day end walked by night, following our guides over pastures and along lanes,
We did not use main roads or secondary roads at all, On April twentieth while
we were hiding out in the woods, another guide came to us and said we would
leave about six o'clock to eross the Pyrennes. The only town I knew of that

we passed through after we left PAU was OGEU and then we kept southwest to
ANE ®
PIC D'XNIR We crossed the border and at about two in the morning our guide

took us to a cabin in the hills where he left us. We all gave him the last two
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numbers of our serial numbers to take back to the Amsrican girl in PAU, for she
had taken our numbers and wanted to know if we got through all right.

About five in the moly?ing we started out on our own down a river on which
there seemed to be logging camps. We then found a main roed and proceeded down
it, A short distance away from ISABA we were picked up by Spanish eiecil police
who searched us and interrogated us to some extent. They wanted to know where
and how we crossed the border, but all {e'bold them was that we had come from
Paris to Spain, We were accompanied by them to ISABA where we had another short
gruelling by civilian guards and were taken to a barn, Some food was provided but
it was pretty poor. We left ISABA in a bus on April twenty-first with gusrds for
POMPLONA and arrived there about nine-thirty in the evening, We stayed at the
hotel of Tiny and were provided with identification cards. The Consul there
;;;k down data about us before we left at onme o'clock in the monring for
LECUMBERRI by train, We s.tayaa at the latter place for about two BEEX weeks
abd then went back to PAMPLONO on the thirteenth of May, We left the next day
for ALH?MA where we stayed from the fiftecenth until the twnety-eighth, During
that time we were visited by American officers and NCO's and were given clothes,
cigarettes, a % inspection and permitted to draw money. We were taken
by ear to Madrid and left at eight o'clock that night for Gibralter where we
errived the next afternoon, After passing through the British authorites without
any interrogation we weretmsken to the Rock and placed in charge of a sergeant,
There we had a brief interrogation by the British and were told we would have
orders to leave that night. We arrived in the United Kingdom May thirtieth.

2: Personnel will not, unless authorized by the Assistant Chief of Staff, G-2, War Department General Staff, publish in any form whatever or

communieate either directly, or indirectly, to the press, radio or an unauthorized person any account of escape or evasion of capture from enemy or
enemy-occupied territory, or internment in a neutral country either before or after repatriation. They will be held strictly r ible for all st
contained in communiecations to friends which may subsequently be published in the press or otherwise.

3. Evaders, escapees, or internees shall not be interrogated on the circumstances of their experiences in escape, evasion or internment except by
the agency designated by the Assistant Chief of Staff, G-2, War Department General Staff, or the corr: ding or ization in overseas theaters of
operations. In allied or neutral countries, American Military Attaches are authorized to interrogate on escape, evasion and internment matters.

4. Should the services of escaped prisoners of war, evaders, or internees be deemed necessary for lecturing and briefing, such services will be

under the direct supervision of the ageney designated by the Assistant Chief of Staff, G-2, War Department General Staff, or the corresponding organiza-
tion in overseas theaters of operations.

5. Commanding Officers will be responsible for instructing all evaders, escapees, and internees in the provisions of this directive which super-
sedes letter, AG 383.6 (5 Nov 42) OB-S-B-M, 7 November 1942, subject: Instructions concerning Publicity in C tion with E: d Prisoners of War
and other previous instructions on this subject.
